	8.30 – 9.45:  Welcome Tamariki/Whānau
Self-choice (child initiated play both inside and outside).

	9.45 – 10.00: Tidy up/Whakapai ake
Children are encouraged to tidy up as it helps build a sense of responsibility, encourages social interactions, and develops self help skills.

	10.00 – 10.15: Ngātahi wā/ Together time
Group time - language , music, dance, movement, musical instruments, action songs, felt stories, magnetic stories, drama, puppets, current interest discussion, interest areas.

Communication G1

	10.15-10.45: Morning tea time.

Children and teachers sit and eat together. 
Well-being G1

	10.45-11.45:  Self-choice (child initiated play both inside and outside). Activities are set up focussing on the interests of individual children and also group interests at the time. Children’s contribution is valued.

Exploration G1

	11.45-12.00: Tidy up/Whakapai ake

Contribution Goal 3

	12.00-12.15: Ngātahi wā/ Together time
Stories and discussion based on children’s current and emerging interests.

Communication G3

	12.15-12.45: Lunch Time/Wā tina

	12.45-1.45: Self-choice (child initiated play both inside and outside)

Exploration Goal 3

	1.45-2.00: Snack

Children are encouraged to have a quick snack.

	2.00-2.15: End of session mat time

Children can choose to listen to stories, or participate in games, music and movement or can continue with their own choice of activities. 

	2.15- 2.30: Quiet Play/Home Time

Quiet Play activities like puzzles, floor puzzles, board games, interactive activities etc.
